Students will develop knowledge
of research principles and practices and review and evaluate theory
and scholarship in their area of specialisation. They will apply concepts
and theories to new bodies of knowledge and practice; design original
evidence-based investigations; and analyse and synthesise a range

of data about complex problems in order to reframe problems and
generate solutions. Students will develop and evaluate innovations to
improve learning outcomes in workplace settings, communicate their
findings to diverse audiences and contribute to scholarship in their
specialisation. This program is delivered online.
