This subject offers a context for you to understand
photography by examining the contributions to established historical
and contemporary visual communicators. As you advance through

the subject, you will investigate and reflect on the components of
image design, explore imaginative methods for creating photomedia,
and develop your ability to critically assess traditional visual forms of
communication. By the end of this subject, you will have developed the
skills and ability to create a narrative and visualise the world through
images.
